Map wetlands and streams as High Conservation Value Areas
important for flora and birds.

Dedicate 73 hectares of vineyard and 10 hectares of olive groves
to Organic Farming.

Establish the First National Biodiversity Offset protocol between
two private sector entities in order to restore Holm Oak
woodlands and “Montado” areas.

Start the FSC Certification for sustainable forestry management
covering an area of over 1000 hectares.

Adapt sheepherding for Controlling Fire Risk hazard and to
prevent grassland degradation.

Adapt the current models of pine woodlands to Eco-friendly
lower Tree densities.

Avoid any unnecessary tillage.

Create a field Vineyard Museum with the aim to demonstrate
how a “Genetic Reserve” can be appreciated by the visitor.

Develop an Ecotourism Activity Plan.

Use FSC Certification to further promote Biodiversity, ecotourism
and sustainable hunting.

Enhance the ecological infrastructures surrounding and dividing
the vineyard sectors to better protect functional.

Biodiversity, such as predator insects and birds, and Ameliorate
any potential pest outbreaks.

Use native plants shrubs and trees to Enhance Microclimatic
Shocks within the vineyards.

Restore the drain Capacity of the Water basin and wetlands.

Create an Exhibition Center dedicated to biodiversity
communication.
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
