2. Promote and support the implementation of existing commitments related to the conservation
of biodiversity.

3. Involving stakeholders to achieve these objectives.

35 participants from nine South American countries met at the General Secretariat of the Andean Community (CAN) in Lima
on 19th and 20th May 2009 to discuss progressess, achievements and challenges of the Target 2010. There were also

proposed priority actions within the current regional and global context to be worked until the Tenth Conference of Parties
to the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD).

Three major themes were highlighted as priorities to be taken at diferent levels: regional, national and local, which are:
communication, participation and outcomes to 2010.

What we are going to submit to 2010:

biodiversity and environmental services and finally the contributions
to the global study on the Economics of Ecosystems and Biodiversity
(TEEB), to influence decision makers.
